Old Testament Commands - Are These Still Applicable ?

The purpose of this study is to attempt to show (through absurdity) that NO Christian believes we are under the WHOLE of the Old Covenant (Mosaic Covenant).  Yet, Paul is VERY specific and adamant in the book of Galatians 3:10 --

For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them.
None of the Old Covenant injunctions are applicable today unless the New Covenant reapplies them (which it does with 9 of the 10 commandments).  Paul’s argument with the Judaizing teachers was that they wanted to “run back to the Old Covenant” and “get circumcision” to bring it on Gentile Christians.  Paul tells them that if they return to the law they must take it ALL.  They can not “pick and choose” which portions of the law they desire to apply:  It is “all” or “none.”


(Exodus 23:11)  but on the seventh year you shall let it rest and lie fallow, so that the needy of your people may eat; and whatever they leave the beast of the field may eat. You are to do the same with your vineyard and your olive grove. - Are Christian Farmers required to not use their fields every seven years ?

(Exodus 23:14-15)  "Three times a year you shall celebrate a feast to Me. {15} "You shall observe the Feast of Unleavened Bread; for seven days you are to eat unleavened bread, as I commanded you, at the appointed time in the month Abib, for in it you came out of Egypt. And none shall appear before Me empty-handed. 

(Exodus 34:22)  "And you shall celebrate the Feast of Weeks, that is, the first fruits of the wheat harvest, and the Feast of Ingathering at the turn of the year. - Are Christians required to keep these same three festivals - Day of Atonement, The Passover and Pentecost ?
(Exodus 23:19)  "You shall bring the choice first fruits of your soil into the house of the LORD your God. You are not to boil a kid in the milk of its mother. - Is this injunction still in effect ?
(Exodus 23:31)  "And I will fix your boundary from the Red Sea to the sea of the Philistines, and from the wilderness to the River Euphrates; for I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand, and you will drive them out before you. - Are Christians obligated to assist the Jews in “driving out” the inhabitants of the land ?
(Exodus 35:3)  "You shall not kindle a fire in any of your dwellings on the sabbath day." - Are Christians in cold weather climates precluded from building a fire in their houses on the “sabbath day” ?
(Leviticus 15:19-24)  'When a woman has a discharge, if her discharge in her body is blood, she shall continue in her menstrual impurity for seven days; and whoever touches her shall be unclean until evening. {20} 'Everything also on which she lies during her menstrual impurity shall be unclean, and everything on which she sits shall be unclean. {21} 'And anyone who touches her bed shall wash his clothes and bathe in water and be unclean until evening. {22} 'And whoever touches any thing on which she sits shall wash his clothes and bathe in water and be unclean until evening. {23} 'Whether it be on the bed or on the thing on which she is sitting, when he touches it, he shall be unclean until evening. {24} 'And if a man actually lies with her, so that her menstrual impurity is on him, he shall be unclean seven days, and every bed on which he lies shall be unclean. - Are these injunctions regarding the impurity of women still in effect for Christian women ?
(Leviticus 19:19)  'You are to keep My statutes. You shall not breed together two kinds of your cattle; you shall not sow your field with two kinds of seed, nor wear a garment upon you of two kinds of material mixed together. 

(Deuteronomy 22:11)  "You shall not wear a material mixed of wool and linen together. - Are Christians required to throw away 80% of their wardrobes ? Almost all clothes today are a blend of materials.
(Numbers 5:2-4)  "Command the sons of Israel that they send away from the camp every leper and everyone having a discharge and everyone who is unclean because of a dead person. 

3} "You shall send away both male and female; you shall send them outside the camp so that they will not defile their camp where I dwell in their midst." {4} And the sons of Israel did so and sent them outside the camp; just as the LORD had spoken to Moses, thus the sons of Israel did. - Are Christians (i.e. - Christian doctors) unclean for seven days every time they may touch a corpse.
(Deuteronomy 14:3-21)  "You shall not eat any detestable thing. {4} "These are the animals which you may eat: the ox, the sheep, the goat, {5} the deer, the gazelle, the roebuck, the wild goat, the ibex, the antelope and the mountain sheep. {6} "And any animal that divides the hoof and has the hoof split in two and chews the cud, among the animals, that you may eat. {7} "Nevertheless, you are not to eat of these among those which chew the cud, or among those that divide the hoof in two: the camel and the rabbit and the rock-badger, for though they chew the cud, they do not divide the hoof; they are unclean for you. {8} "And the pig, because it divides the hoof but does not chew the cud, it is unclean for you. You shall not eat any of their flesh nor touch their carcasses. {9} "These you may eat of all that are in water: anything that has fins and scales you may eat, {10} but anything that does not have fins and scales you shall not eat; it is unclean for you. {11} "You may eat any clean bird. {12} "But these are the ones which you shall not eat: the eagle and the vulture and the buzzard, {13} and the red kite, the falcon, and the kite in their kinds, {14} and every raven in its kind, {15} and the ostrich, the owl, the sea gull, and the hawk in their kinds, {16} the little owl, the great owl, the white owl, {17} the pelican, the carrion vulture, the cormorant, {18} the stork, and the heron in their kinds, and the hoopoe and the bat. {19} "And all the teeming life with wings are unclean to you; they shall not be eaten. {20} "You may eat any clean bird. {21} "You shall not eat anything which dies of itself. You may give it to the alien who is in your town, so that he may eat it, or you may sell it to a foreigner, for you are a holy people to the LORD your God. You shall not boil a kid in its mother's milk. - Are the Old Testament’s dietary restrictions still in effect ?
(Deuteronomy 16:21)  "You shall not plant for yourself a grove of any kind of tree beside the altar of the LORD your God, which you shall make for yourself. - Can church building lots have trees planted upon them.
(Leviticus 19:19) Ye shall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy cattle gender with a diverse kind: thou shalt not sow thy field with mingled seed: neither shall a garment mingled of linen and woollen come upon thee.

(Deuteronomy 22:9)  "You shall not sow your vineyard with two kinds of seed, lest all the produce of the seed which you have sown, and the increase of the vineyard become defiled. - Are Christian Homeowners forbidden to plant their “backyard gardens” with a variety of vegetables, grains, fruits, etc. ?
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
