I. The Tabernacle and then the Temple were where the Jews were REQUIRED to worship





(Exo 25:9 NASB)  "According to all that I am going to show you, as the pattern of the tabernacle and the pattern of all its furniture, just so you shall construct it.





(Exo 26:33-34 NASB)  "And you shall hang up the veil under the clasps, and shall bring in the ark of the testimony there within the veil; and the veil shall serve for you as a partition between the holy place and the holy of holies. {34} "And you shall put the mercy seat on the ark of the testimony in the holy of holies.





(Exo 40:34-35 NASB)  Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. {35} And Moses was not able to enter the tent of meeting because the cloud had settled on it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.





(Deu 12:5-12 NASB)  "But you shall seek the LORD at the place which the LORD your God shall choose from all your tribes, to establish His name there for His dwelling, and there you shall come. {6} "And there you shall bring your burnt offerings, your sacrifices, your tithes, the contribution of your hand, your votive offerings, your freewill offerings, and the first-born of your herd and of your flock.





(1 Ki 8:1-21 NASB)  Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel and all the heads of the tribes, the leaders of the fathers' households of the sons of Israel, to King Solomon in Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD from the city of David, which is Zion. {2} And all the men of Israel assembled themselves to King Solomon at the feast, in the month Ethanim, which is the seventh month. {3} Then all the elders of Israel came, and the priests took up the ark. {4} And they brought up the ark of the LORD and the tent of meeting and all the holy utensils, which were in the tent, and the priests and the Levites brought them up. {5} And King Solomon and all the congregation of Israel, who were assembled to him, were with him before the ark, sacrificing so many sheep and oxen they could not be counted or numbered. {6} Then the priests brought the ark of the covenant of the LORD to its place, into the inner sanctuary of the house, to the most holy place, under the wings of the cherubim. {7} For the cherubim spread their wings over the place of the ark, and the cherubim made a covering over the ark and its poles from above. {8} But the poles were so long that the ends of the poles could be seen from the holy place before the inner sanctuary, but they could not be seen outside; they are there to this day. {9} There was nothing in the ark except the two tablets of stone which Moses put there at Horeb, where the LORD made a covenant with the sons of Israel, when they came out of the land of Egypt. {10} And it came about when the priests came from the holy place, that the cloud filled the house of the LORD, {11} so that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud, for the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD. {12} Then Solomon said, "The LORD has said that He would dwell in the thick cloud. {13} "I have surely built Thee a lofty house, A place for Thy dwelling forever." {14} Then the king faced about and blessed all the assembly of Israel, while all the assembly of Israel was standing. {15} And he said, "Blessed be the LORD, the God of Israel, who spoke with His mouth to my father David and has fulfilled it with His hand, saying, {16} 'Since the day that I brought My people Israel from Egypt, I did not choose a city out of all the tribes of Israel in which to build a house that My name might be there, but I chose David to be over My people Israel.' {17} "Now it was in the heart of my father David to build a house for the name of the LORD, the God of Israel. {18} "But the LORD said to my father David, 'Because it was in your heart to build a house for My name, you did well that it was in your heart. {19} 'Nevertheless you shall not build the house, but your son who shall be born to you, he shall build the house for My name.' {20} "Now the LORD has fulfilled His word which He spoke; for I have risen in place of my father David and sit on the throne of Israel, as the LORD promised, and have built the house for the name of the LORD, the God of Israel. {21} "And there I have set a place for the ark, in which is the covenant of the LORD, which He made with our fathers when He brought them from the land of Egypt."





The New Covenant Indicates that now God is no longer worshipped in the


	tabernacle or Temple





(John 4:20-24 NASB)  "Our fathers worshipped in this mountain, and you people say that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship." {21} Jesus said to her, "Woman, believe Me, an hour is coming when neither in this mountain, nor in Jerusalem, shall you worship the Father. {22} "You worship that which you do not know; we worship that which we know, for salvation is from the Jews. {23} "But an hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers. {24} "God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."





(Acts 7:48 NASB)  "However, the Most High does not dwell in houses made by human hands; as the prophet says:





(Acts 17:24 NASB)  "The God who made the world and all things in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands;





But where does the New Testament shall - “Thou shalt no longer worship God in a Tabernacle or Temple ?”

II. Aaron and His Sons were the ONLY High Priests of God under the Old Covenant





(Exo 28:1 NASB)  "Then bring near to yourself Aaron your brother, and his sons with him, from among the sons of Israel, to minister as priest to Me-- Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar, Aaron's sons.





(Exo 28:43 NASB)  "And they shall be on Aaron and on his sons when they enter the tent of meeting, or when they approach the altar to minister in the holy place, so that they do not incur guilt and die. It shall be a statute forever to him and to his descendants after him.





The New Testament Indicates that Now Jesus is now God’s High Priest





(Heb 2:17-18 NASB)  Therefore, He had to be made like His brethren in all things, that He might become a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. {18} For since He Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, He is able to come to the aid of those who are tempted.





(Heb 3:1 NASB)  Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of a heavenly calling, consider Jesus, the Apostle and High Priest of our confession.





(Heb 7:11-14 NASB)  Now if perfection was through the Levitical priesthood (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what further need was there for another priest to arise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be designated according to the order of Aaron? {12} For when the priesthood is changed, of necessity there takes place a change of law also. {13} For the one concerning whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no one has officiated at the altar. {14} For it is evident that our Lord was descended from Judah, a tribe with reference to which Moses spoke nothing concerning priests.





But where in the New Testament does it specifically state “The Aaronic High Priesthood is hereby nullified and no longer acceptable to God ?”

III. The Levites Alone were the ONLY Priests in Judaism





(Num 3:6-9 NASB)  "Bring the tribe of Levi near and set them before Aaron the priest, that they may serve him. {7} "And they shall perform the duties for him and for the whole congregation before the tent of meeting, to do the service of the tabernacle. {8} "They shall also keep all the furnishings of the tent of meeting, along with the duties of the sons of Israel, to do the service of the tabernacle. {9} "You shall thus give the Levites to Aaron and to his sons; they are wholly given to him from among the sons of Israel.





(Num 18:6 NASB)  "And behold, I Myself have taken your fellow Levites from among the sons of Israel; they are a gift to you, dedicated to the LORD, to perform the service for the tent of meeting.





The New Testament says that now ALL Christians are Priests to God





(Mat 18:20 NASB)  "For where two or three have gathered together in My name, there I am in their midst."





(1 Pet 2:5-9 NASB)  you also, as living stones, are being built up as a spiritual house for a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. {6} For this is contained in Scripture: "BEHOLD I LAY IN ZION A CHOICE STONE, A PRECIOUS CORNER stone, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM SHALL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED." {7} This precious value, then, is for you who believe. But for those who disbelieve, "THE STONE WHICH THE BUILDERS REJECTED, THIS BECAME THE VERY CORNER stone," {8} and, "A STONE OF STUMBLING AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE"; for they stumble because they are disobedient to the word, and to this doom they were also appointed. {9} But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR God's OWN POSSESSION, that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;





(Rev 1:6 NASB)  and He has made us to be a kingdom, priests to His God and Father; to Him be the glory and the dominion forever and ever. Amen.





(Rev 5:10 NASB)  "And Thou hast made them to be a kingdom and priests to our God; and they will reign upon the earth."





But where in the New Testament does it specifically state “The Levitical Priesthood is hereby unacceptable to God ?”

IV. Numerous Types of Sacrifices were Required under the Old Covenant Law (Sin, Peace, Guilt, Grain, etc.)





(Lev 2:1,2 NASB)  'Now when anyone presents a grain offering as an offering to the LORD, his offering shall be of fine flour, and he shall pour oil on it and put frankincense on it. {2}  'He shall then bring it to Aaron's sons, the priests; and shall take from it his handful of its fine flour and of its oil with all of its frankincense. And the priest shall offer it up in smoke as its memorial portion on the altar, an offering by fire of a soothing aroma to the LORD.





(Lev 3:1-3 NASB)  'Now if his offering is a sacrifice of peace offerings, if he is going to offer out of the herd, whether male or female, he shall offer it without defect before the LORD. {2}  'And he shall lay his hand on the head of his offering and slay it at the doorway of the tent of meeting, and Aaron's sons, the priests, shall sprinkle the blood around on the altar. {3}  'And from the sacrifice of the peace offerings, he shall present an offering by fire to the LORD, the fat that covers the entrails and all the fat that is on the entrails,





(Lev 4:3,4 NASB)  if the anointed priest sins so as to bring guilt on the people, then let him offer to the LORD a bull without defect as a sin offering for the sin he has committed. {4}   'And he shall bring the bull to the doorway of the tent of meeting before the LORD, and he shall lay his hand on the head of the bull, and slay the bull before the LORD.





(Lev 5:6,7 NASB)  'He shall also bring his guilt offering to the LORD for his sin which he has committed, a female from the flock, a lamb or a goat as a sin offering. So the priest shall make atonement on his behalf for his sin. {7}  'But if he cannot afford a lamb, then he shall bring to the LORD his guilt offering for that in which he has sinned, two turtledoves or two young pigeons, one for a sin offering and the other for a burnt offering.





The New Testament Teaches that Jesus is God’s Only Sacrifice for Sin





(John 1:29 NASB)  The next day he saw Jesus coming to him, and said, "Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!





(Rom 8:3 NASB)  For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh,





(2 Cor 5:21 NASB)  He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.





But where in the New Testament does it say “All Old Covenant Sacrifices previously accepted by God are hereby unacceptable - Do not, repeat, do not offer them any longer ! ?”

V. The Sabbath (seventh day) regulations





(Exo 20:8-11 NASB)  Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. {9}  Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: {10}  But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: {11}  For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.





(Lev 23:3 NASB)  'For six days work may be done; but on the seventh day there is a sabbath of complete rest, a holy convocation. You shall not do any work; it is a sabbath to the LORD in all your dwellings.





The New Testament indicates Christians gathered on the first day of the week





(Acts 20:7 NASB)  And on the first day of the week, when we were gathered together to break bread, Paul began talking to them, intending to depart the next day, and he prolonged his message until midnight.





(I Cor 16:2 NASB)  On the first day of every week let each one of you put aside and save, as he may prosper, that no collections be made when I come.





Where in the New Testament does it state “The sabbath is no longer enforced. Christians are not permitted to observe the sabbath?”
