The Old Covenant is Gone

The Law has been Fulfilled and could, therefore, be taken out of the way
(Mat 5:17-18 NASB)  "Do not think that I came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not come to abolish, but to fulfill. {18} "For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall pass away from the Law, until all is accomplished.

(Luke 24:44-49 NASB)  Now He said to them, "These are My words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things which are written about Me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled." {45} Then He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures, {46} and He said to them, "Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer and rise again from the dead the third day; {47} and that repentance for forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in His name to all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem. {48} "You are witnesses of these things. {49} "And behold, I am sending forth the promise of My Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high."

(John 19:30 NASB)  When Jesus therefore had received the sour wine, He said, "It is finished!" And He bowed His head, and gave up His spirit.

(Rom 15:10 NASB)  Love does no wrong to a neighbor; love therefore is the fulfillment of the law.

(Gal 5:14 NASB)  For the whole Law is fulfilled in one word, in the statement, "YOU SHALL LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR AS YOURSELF."

Jesus taught that God will no longer worshipped in the tabernacle or temple
(John 4:21-24 NASB)  Jesus said to her, "Woman, believe Me, an hour is coming when neither in this mountain, nor in Jerusalem, shall you worship the Father. {22} "You worship that which you do not know; we worship that which we know, for salvation is from the Jews. {23} "But an hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers. {24} "God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."

Christians were routinely accused by the Jews of teaching the law was no longer in effect
(Acts 6:13-14 NASB)  And they put forward false witnesses who said, "This man incessantly speaks against this holy place, and the Law; {14} for we have heard him say that this Nazarene, Jesus, will destroy this place and alter the customs which Moses handed down to us."

(Acts 18:12-13 NASB)  But while Gallio was proconsul of Achaia, the Jews with one accord rose up against Paul and brought him before the judgment seat, {13} saying, "This man persuades men to worship God contrary to the law."

(Acts 21: 28 NASB)  crying out, "Men of Israel, come to our aid! This is the man who preaches to all men everywhere against our people, and the Law, and this place; and besides he has even brought Greeks into the temple and has defiled this holy place."

Christians are dead to the Law and have been released from the Law
(Rom 7:1-6 NASB)  Or do you not know, brethren (for I am speaking to those who know the law), that the law has jurisdiction over a person as long as he lives? {2} For the married woman is bound by law to her husband while he is living; but if her husband dies, she is released from the law concerning the husband. {3} So then if, while her husband is living, she is joined to another man, she shall be called an adulteress; but if her husband dies, she is free from the law, so that she is not an adulteress, though she is joined to another man. {4} Therefore, my brethren, you also were made to die to the Law through the body of Christ, that you might be joined to another, to Him who was raised from the dead, that we might bear fruit for God. {5} For while we were in the flesh, the sinful passions, which were aroused by the Law, were at work in the members of our body to bear fruit for death. {6} But now we have been released from the Law, having died to that by which we were bound, so that we serve in newness of the Spirit and not in oldness of the letter.

The law’s rule over a person ceases when one becomes a Christian
(Rom 10:4-8 NASB)  For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes. {5} For Moses writes that the man who practices the righteousness which is based on law shall live by that righteousness. 

The New Testament Teaches that when Jews turn to Christ They can truly understand the

Old Covenant.  The Old Covenant was always supposed to “Fade Away.”
(2 Cor 3:3-16 NASB)  being manifested that you are a letter of Christ, cared for by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone, but on tablets of human hearts. {4} And such confidence we have through Christ toward God. {5} Not that we are adequate in ourselves to consider anything as coming from ourselves, but our adequacy is from God, {6} who also made us adequate as servants of a new covenant, not of the letter, but of the Spirit; for the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life. {7} But if the ministry of death, in letters engraved on stones, came with glory, so that the sons of Israel could not look intently at the face of Moses because of the glory of his face, fading as it was, {8} how shall the ministry of the Spirit fail to be even more with glory? {9} For if the ministry of condemnation has glory, much more does the ministry of righteousness abound in glory. {10} For indeed what had glory, in this case has no glory on account of the glory that surpasses it. {11} For if that which fades away was with glory, much more that which remains is in glory. {12} Having therefore such a hope, we use great boldness in our speech, {13} and are not as Moses, who used to put a veil over his face that the sons of Israel might not look intently at the end of what was fading away. {14} But their minds were hardened; for until this very day at the reading of the old covenant the same veil remains unlifted, because it is removed in Christ. {15} But to this day whenever Moses is read, a veil lies over their heart; {16} but whenever a man turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away.
Paul understood that Grace and the Law are mutually exclusive as means for Justification
(Gal 2:16-21 NASB)  nevertheless knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the Law but through faith in Christ Jesus, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, that we may be justified by faith in Christ, and not by the works of the Law; since by the works of the Law shall no flesh be justified. {17} "But if, while seeking to be justified in Christ, we ourselves have also been found sinners, is Christ then a minister of sin? May it never be! {18} "For if I rebuild what I have once destroyed, I prove myself to be a transgressor. {19} "For through the Law I died to the Law, that I might live to God. {20} "I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me, and delivered Himself up for me. {21} "I do not nullify the grace of God; for if righteousness comes through the Law, then Christ died needlessly."

To Attempt to appeal to any part of the Law for Justification before God brings One under the Law’s Curse - You CANNOT choose which parts of the Old Covenant you want to keep
(Gal 3:8-13 NASB)  And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham, saying, "all the nations shall be blessed in you." {9} So then those who are of faith are blessed with Abraham, the believer. {10} For as many as are of the works of the Law are under a curse; for it is written, "cursed is everyone who does not abide by ALL things written in the book of the law, to perform them." {11} Now that no one is justified by the Law before God is evident; for, "the righteous man shall live by faith." {12} However, the Law is not of faith; on the contrary, "he who practices them shall live by them." {13} Christ redeemed us from the curse of the Law, having become a curse for us-- for it is written, "cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree"--
The Law was designed to bring us to Christ and then cease to control our Lives
(Gal 3:17-25 NASB)  What I am saying is this: the Law, which came four hundred and thirty years later, does not invalidate a covenant previously ratified by God, so as to nullify the promise. {18} For if the inheritance is based on law, it is no longer based on a promise; but God has granted it to Abraham by means of a promise. {19} Why the Law then? It was added because of transgressions, having been ordained through angels by the agency of a mediator, until the seed should come to whom the promise had been made. {20} Now a mediator is not for one party only; whereas God is only one. {21} Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law. {22} But the Scripture has shut up all men under sin, that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe. {23} But before faith came, we were kept in custody under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be revealed. {24} Therefore the Law has become our tutor to lead us to Christ, that we may be justified by faith. {25} But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor.
The Law was Slavery, We are Children of Another Mother
(Gal 4:19-26 NASB)  My children, with whom I am again in labor until Christ is formed in you-- {20} but I could wish to be present with you now and to change my tone, for I am perplexed about you. {21} Tell me, you who want to be under law, do you not listen to the law? {22} For it is written that Abraham had two sons, one by the bond woman and one by the free woman. {23} But the son by the bond woman was born according to the flesh, and the son by the free woman through the promise. {24} This is allegorically speaking: for these women are two covenants, one proceeding from Mount Sinai bearing children who are to be slaves; she is Hagar. {25} Now this Hagar is Mount Sinai in Arabia, and corresponds to the present Jerusalem, for she is in slavery with her children. {26} But the Jerusalem above is free; she is our mother.

Trying to Mix the Old and New Covenant - even something as simple as Circumcision - is anathema to God - You CANNOT choose which portions of the Old Covenant you will continue to Practice
(Gal 5:1-12 NASB)  It was for freedom that Christ set us free; therefore keep standing firm and do not be subject again to a yoke of slavery. {2} Behold I, Paul, say to you that if you receive circumcision, Christ will be of no benefit to you. {3} And I testify again to every man who receives circumcision, that he is under obligation to keep the whole Law. {4} You have been severed from Christ, you who are seeking to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace. {5} For we through the Spirit, by faith, are waiting for the hope of righteousness. {6} For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision means anything, but faith working through love. {7} You were running well; who hindered you from obeying the truth? {8} This persuasion did not come from Him who calls you. {9} A little leaven leavens the whole lump of dough. {10} I have confidence in you in the Lord, that you will adopt no other view; but the one who is disturbing you shall bear his judgment, whoever he is. {11} But I, brethren, if I still preach circumcision, why am I still persecuted? Then the stumbling block of the cross has been abolished. {12} Would that those who are troubling you would even mutilate themselves.

Christ Abolished the Law at his Death
(Eph 2:11-16 NASB)  Therefore remember, that formerly you, the Gentiles in the flesh, who are called "Uncircumcision" by the so-called "Circumcision," which is performed in the flesh by human hands-- {12} remember that you were at that time separate from Christ, excluded from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. {13} But now in Christ Jesus you who formerly were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. {14} For He Himself is our peace, who made both groups into one, and broke down the barrier of the dividing wall, {15} by abolishing in His flesh the enmity, which is the Law of commandments contained in ordinances, that in Himself He might make the two into one new man, thus establishing peace, {16} and might reconcile them both in one body to God through the cross, by it having put to death the enmity.

Christ Nailed the Law to the Cross - The Ordinances of the Law were a Shadow of God’s Work in Christ
(Col 2:11-17 NASB)  and in Him you were also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, in the removal of the body of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ; {12} having been buried with Him in baptism, in which you were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. {13} And when you were dead in your transgressions and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He made you alive together with Him, having forgiven us all our transgressions, {14} having canceled out the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us and which was hostile to us; and He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. {15} When He had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him. {16} Therefore let no one act as your judge in regard to food or drink or in respect to a festival or a new moon or a Sabbath day-- {17} things which are a mere shadow of what is to come; but the substance belongs to Christ.

Because he is of the Tribe of Judah the Law had to be Changed for Christ to become High Priest
(Heb 7:11-19 NASB)  Now if perfection was through the Levitical priesthood (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what further need was there for another priest to arise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be designated according to the order of Aaron? {12} For when the priesthood is changed, of necessity there takes place a change of law also. {13} For the one concerning whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no one has officiated at the altar. {14} For it is evident that our Lord was descended from Judah, a tribe with reference to which Moses spoke nothing concerning priests. {15} And this is clearer still, if another priest arises according to the likeness of Melchizedek, {16} who has become such not on the basis of a law of physical requirement, but according to the power of an indestructible life. {17} For it is witnessed of Him, "THOU ART A PRIEST FOREVER ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF MELCHIZEDEK." {18} For, on the one hand, there is a setting aside of a former commandment because of its weakness and uselessness {19} (for the Law made nothing perfect), and on the other hand there is a bringing in of a better hope, through which we draw near to God.

The Law was a Copy and Shadow of the Heavenly Things and was Faulty
(Heb 8:4-9:1 NASB)  Now if He were on earth, He would not be a priest at all, since there are those who offer the gifts according to the Law; {5} who serve a copy and shadow of the heavenly things, just as Moses was warned by God when he was about to erect the tabernacle; for, "SEE," He says, "that you make all things according to the pattern which was shown you on the mountain." {6} But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, by as much as He is also the mediator of a better covenant, which has been enacted on better promises. {7} For if that first covenant had been faultless, there would have been no occasion sought for a second. {8} For finding fault with them, He says,

 "behold, days are coming, says the lord, when i will effect a new covenant with the house of israel and with the house of judah; {9} not like the covenant which i made with their fathers on the day when i took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of egypt; for they did not continue in my covenant, and i did not care for them, says the lord. {10} "for this is the covenant that i will make with the house of israel after those days, says the lord: i will put my laws into their minds, and i will write them upon their hearts. and i will be their god, and they shall be my people. {11} "and they shall not teach everyone his fellow citizen, and everyone his brother, saying, 'know the lord,' for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest of them. {12} "for i will be merciful to their iniquities, and i will remember their sins no more." 

{13} When He said, "A new covenant," He has made the first obsolete. But whatever is becoming obsolete and growing old is ready to disappear. {9:1}  Now even the first covenant had regulations of divine worship and the earthly sanctuary.

The Law was a Shadow and Could Not Forgive Sin 
(Heb 10:1-9 NASB)  For the Law, since it has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the very form of things, can never by the same sacrifices year by year, which they offer continually, make perfect those who draw near. {2} Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshipers, having once been cleansed, would no longer have had consciousness of sins? {3} But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins year by year. {4} For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. {5} Therefore, when He comes into the world, He says, "SACRIFICE AND OFFERING THOU HAST NOT DESIRED, BUT A BODY THOU HAST PREPARED FOR ME; {6} IN WHOLE BURNT OFFERINGS AND sacrifices FOR SIN THOU HAST TAKEN NO PLEASURE. {7} "THEN I SAID, 'BEHOLD, I HAVE COME (IN THE ROLL OF THE BOOK IT IS WRITTEN OF ME) TO DO THY WILL, O GOD.'" {8} After saying above, "SACRIFICES AND OFFERINGS AND WHOLE BURNT OFFERINGS AND sacrifices FOR SIN THOU HAST NOT DESIRED, NOR HAST THOU TAKEN PLEASURE in them" (which are offered according to the Law), {9} then He said, "BEHOLD, I HAVE COME TO DO THY WILL." He takes away the first in order to establish the second.

The Relationship of the Old Covenant and the New Covenant were the Subject of the Churches Meeting in Acts, Chapter 15
Verdict - Only 4 Old Covenant Restrictions Are Still in Effect

(Acts 15 NASB)  And some men came down from Judea and began teaching the brethren, "Unless you are circumcised according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved." {2} And when Paul and Barnabas had great dissension and debate with them, the brethren determined that Paul and Barnabas and certain others of them should go up to Jerusalem to the apostles and elders concerning this issue. {3} Therefore, being sent on their way by the church, they were passing through both Phoenicia and Samaria, describing in detail the conversion of the Gentiles, and were bringing great joy to all the brethren. {4} And when they arrived at Jerusalem, they were received by the church and the apostles and the elders, and they reported all that God had done with them. {5} But certain ones of the sect of the Pharisees who had believed, stood up, saying, "It is necessary to circumcise them, and to direct them to observe the Law of Moses." {6} And the apostles and the elders came together to look into this matter. {7} And after there had been much debate, Peter stood up and said to them, "Brethren, you know that in the early days God made a choice among you, that by my mouth the Gentiles should hear the word of the gospel and believe. {8} "And God, who knows the heart, bore witness to them, giving them the Holy Spirit, just as He also did to us; {9} and He made no distinction between us and them, cleansing their hearts by faith. {10} "Now therefore why do you put God to the test by placing upon the neck of the disciples a yoke which neither our fathers nor we have been able to bear? {11} "But we believe that we are saved through the grace of the Lord Jesus, in the same way as they also are." {12} And all the multitude kept silent, and they were listening to Barnabas and Paul as they were relating what signs and wonders God had done through them among the Gentiles. {13} And after they had stopped speaking, James answered, saying, "Brethren, listen to me. {14} "Simeon has related how God first concerned Himself about taking from among the Gentiles a people for His name. {15} "And with this the words of the Prophets agree, just as it is written, {16} 'AFTER THESE THINGS I will return, AND I WILL REBUILD THE TABERNACLE OF DAVID WHICH HAS FALLEN, AND I WILL REBUILD ITS RUINS, AND I WILL RESTORE IT, {17} IN ORDER THAT THE REST OF MANKIND MAY SEEK THE LORD, AND ALL THE GENTILES WHO ARE CALLED BY MY NAME,' {18} SAYS THE LORD, WHO MAKES THESE THINGS KNOWN FROM OF OLD. {19} "Therefore it is my judgment that we do not trouble those who are turning to God from among the Gentiles, {20} but that we write to them that they abstain from things contaminated by idols and from fornication and from what is strangled and from blood. {21} "For Moses from ancient generations has in every city those who preach him, since he is read in the synagogues every Sabbath." {22} Then it seemed good to the apostles and the elders, with the whole church, to choose men from among them to send to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas-- Judas called Barsabbas, and Silas, leading men among the brethren, {23} and they sent this letter by them, "The apostles and the brethren who are elders, to the brethren in Antioch and Syria and Cilicia who are from the Gentiles, greetings. {24} "Since we have heard that some of our number to whom we gave no instruction have disturbed you with their words, unsettling your souls, {25} it seemed good to us, having become of one mind, to select men to send to you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, {26} men who have risked their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. {27} "Therefore we have sent Judas and Silas, who themselves will also report the same things by word of mouth. {28} "For it seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to us to lay upon you no greater burden than these essentials: {29} (1) that you abstain from things sacrificed to idols and (2) from blood and (3) from things strangled and (4) from fornication; if you keep yourselves free from such things, you will do well. Farewell." {30} So, when they were sent away, they went down to Antioch; and having gathered the congregation together, they delivered the letter. {31} And Barnabas was desirous of taking John, called Mark, along with them also. {38} But Paul kept insisting that they should not take him along who had deserted them in Pamphylia and had not gone with them to the work. {39} And there arose such a sharp disagreement that they separated from one another, and Barnabas took Mark with him and sailed away to Cyprus. {40} But Paul chose Silas and departed, being committed by the brethren to the grace of the Lord. {41} And he was traveling through Syria and Cilicia, strengthening the churches.

What does the New Testament say is the reason we have the Old Covenant Scriptures
(Rom 4:23-24 NASB)  Now not for his sake only was it written, that it was reckoned to him, {24} but for our sake also, to whom it will be reckoned, as those who believe in Him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead,

(Rom 15:4 NASB)  For whatever was written in earlier times was written for our instruction, that through perseverance and the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope.

(1 Cor 9:9-10 NASB)  For it is written in the Law of Moses, "you shall not muzzle the ox while he is threshing." God is not concerned about oxen, is He? {10} Or is He speaking altogether for our sake? Yes, for our sake it was written, because the plowman ought to plow in hope, and the thresher to thresh in hope of sharing the crops.

(1 Cor 10:6-11 NASB)  Now these things happened as examples for us, that we should not crave evil things, as they also craved. {7} And do not be idolaters as some of them were; as it is written, "the people sat down to eat and drink, and stood up to play." {8} Nor let us act immorally, as some of them did, and twenty-three thousand fell in one day. {9} Nor let us try the Lord, as some of them did, and were destroyed by the serpents. {10} Nor grumble, as some of them did, and were destroyed by the destroyer. {11} Now these things happened to them as an example, and they were written for our instruction, upon whom the ends of the ages have come.

(1 Tim 1:7-10 NASB)  wanting to be teachers of the Law, even though they do not understand either what they are saying or the matters about which they make confident assertions. {8} But we know that the Law is good, if one uses it lawfully, {9} realizing the fact that law is not made for a righteous man, but for those who are lawless and rebellious, for the ungodly and sinners, for the unholy and profane, for those who kill their fathers or mothers, for murderers {10} and immoral men and homosexuals and kidnappers and liars and perjurers, and whatever else is contrary to sound teaching,
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
